Text Boxes Examples
Put the cursor at the top of this page and use the down arrow key to explore the reading order.  This is essentially the order that a text to speech utility would use to read the document to someone who is dyslexic or visually impaired.



All the information in the text boxes is skipped.  If you look at the boxes here what order would you read them in? 

A blind user can ask their screen reader program to list the text boxes on a page.  In this case they would be listed in the order they were created: 4,2, 1,3:

1: “text boxes look nice but they are difficult to find with a  screen reader”





4: for example you can flow text, apply borders or use a table





3 – “in many cases you can avoid using them”
